From the President of the American Women’s Club of Central Scotland 

 

Dear FAWCO Delegates and Guests, 

 

You have arrived in a wee country of five million people with an intriguing 

culture, fascinating history, great food and drink, a chilly climate, and a dry 

sense of humor.  As an organization that empowers women, you’ll be glad 

to learn Scotland has women in some top positions.  At our opening session, 

the Principal Officer of the US Consulate General-Edinburgh, Ellen Wong, 

will welcome you in person. Our Consulate was nearly eliminated by the US 

State Department in the past, but members of our AWCCS club fought to 

retain a Consulate in Scotland - and we succeeded! 

  

Scotland’s two largest political parties are led by women.  The head of the 

second largest party, the Scottish Conservative & Unionist Party, is on 

maternity leave - she and her wife have a 5-month old baby.  The head of 

the Scottish National Party is Scotland’s female First Minister, Nicola 

Sturgeon, and she sends regrets that she could not welcome you tomorrow 

in our opening session.  Due to the issues and meetings surrounding Britain’s 

looming departure from the European Union (BREXIT), she has had to 

decline.  I heard her speak to the Edinburgh Chamber of Commerce a few 

weeks ago, and we chatted afterwards.  I asked if I could share some of 

those remarks with you, our FAWCO delegates, and she smiled and said she 

hoped I would do so, and that I should welcome you all to Scotland on her 

behalf.   

 

One focus of her remarks that morning was on society’s gender-equity 

challenges, supported with anecdotes from her own career.   For example, 

directly after her election, she received many letters from girls who were 

delighted to see a woman was their First Minister. She reflected, “If you can’t 

see it, you can’t be it.”

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BUS TIPS for FAWCO attendees  

TIP 1 

• A terrific website is www.travelinescotland.com 

If you go to this website and put in the postcode of your departure with the postcode of your destination, 

and the day and time of travel, you will get loads of information.  It will be full of details. 

FYI, the Dalmahoy Hotel postcode is EH27 8EB.  The buses’ destinations include the Balmoral Hotel, 1 Princes 

Street, EH2 2EQ, and this is the best destination if you wish to go into town. It’s close to The Royal Mile, for 

example. 

TIP 2 

If you are standing at the bus stop by the Dalmahoy, some buses will go by that would require you to 

change buses in order to get into town. That is going to be tricky, and it’s better to WAIT until a bus comes 

that is going into Princes Street. 

• You’ll need to wave at any bus you wish to stop.  Because there aren’t many passengers using the 

Dalmahoy stop, the bus drivers might speed past you, so be alert, and wave. 

• You could flag a bus down and just ask the driver if he/she is going directly to Princes Street. 

TIP 3 

Cash.  Eventually all the bus systems will let you pay with a card when you hop on, but currently some do 

not do that. No change is given. I got these prices from www.travelinescotland.com : 

• The First Scotland bus #23 charges £3.70 one way. 

• The Lothian Country #27 and # 28 charge £2.70 one way. 

TIP 4 

There is more than one bus system… these include Lothian Country Bus, and First Scotland bus and one 

called Blue Bus which I don’t know much about. 

TIP 5 

Lots of the Dalmahoy employees commute by bus! Ask the people at the front desk for help!
