· built to honor George Washington, commander-in-chief of continental army, and first president of U.S. 
· was completed and dedicated in 1885

The Smithsonian Institution

· Largest museum in Washington, D.C.

· Consists of several museums including: 

· National Museum of Natural History 

· National Air and Space Museum 

· National Museum of American Art 
· National Museum of African Art

New York

The Statue of Liberty was made to honor the centennial of the U.S., but it arrived 10 years late so they made it a statue to celebrate America and France's friendship. 
Pennsylvania

· The Liberty Bell at Independence Hall

· Changed the world on July 8, 1776 

· Rung from tower of Independence Hall summoning citizens of Philadelphia to hear first public reading of Declaration of Independence 

Gateway Arch, St. Louis

· Gateway Arch and the Museum of Westward Expansion 
· Thomas Jefferson’s vision of the spread of freedom and democracy from “sea to shining sea”
Mount Rushmore

· Located in South Dakota
· Carved into side of Mount Rushmore are faces of 4 presidents:
Washington, Jefferson, Theodore Roosevelt, and Lincoln

Yellowstone Nat’l Park

Established in 1872, Yellowstone National Park is America's first national park.

Old Faithful
