Christmas Crafts – Clothespin Reindeer
 (directions adapted from: http://www.christmascrafts.com/reindeer-crafts.htm)
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Craft Materials
String in black, white, green, or red

Glue (Elmers’s works fine)

3-each old fashioned clothespins (glued together beforehand)

1 piece red felt (for noses)

1 piece black felt (for ears and feet

Small white pompoms

Small wiggly eyes

Thin red ribbon in red, white, or green

Small bell (optional)

Black paint and paintbrush (or permanent marker?)

Prep work before program:
Glue three clothespins together as in graphic (with string as in step 3 below)
Cut red ribbon for necks

Cut ears and noses out of felt (2 at a time)

Directions:

1. Cut 6” length of string and tie ends together to form loop.

2. Glue knotted end of string between heads of two clothespins

3. To create reindeer’s head, glue third clothespin upside down onto the first two.

4. When glue has completely dried, attach a circle of red felt for a nose, a white pompom for a tail and a pair of wiggly eyes.

5. Glue black felt ears to the base of the reindeer antlers

6. Tie piece of thin red ribbon with bell string on it around the reindeer’s neck.

7. Paint the reindeer’s hooves with black pain or with permanent magic marker (for adults)
