Pledge of Allegiance – Meaning of Words
Allegiance = to love and be true to something.  What is that something?  It is the flag and our country.  The flag is a symbol, or a sign, that stands for the United States. So in the Pledge, we are promising to be tru to the United States and to help it in any way we can.
Republic = The kind of government the United States has.  In a republic, everyone can vote for leaders and other people to represent us in the government.  We can’t all make the laws—there are too many of us, so we elect or vote for, a few people to make the laws we want.
stands (for) = is a symbol or sign of (flag of country of residence, boy scout emblem, etc.)

nation = country (What is the name of our country?  What country are we living in?)

indivisible = cannot be divided or pulled apart.  One hundred and fifty years ago, the United States had a terrible war.  It was a war between the northern and the southern states.  But even this war was not able to pull apart the United States. The nation was indivisible.
Liberty = freedom.  Before the Civil War, some people in the United States had been slaves.  But slavery was no longer allowed.  Everyone now has freedom or liberty.
 
Justice = being fair and having the same laws for everyone.  We are promising to help the government of the United States give freedom to everyone and to treat people fairly.
