Oral Statement for CSW61: Gender Balance in Climate Policies
Presented by the International Association of Democratic Lawyers on behalf of the undersigned member organisations of the NGO Committees on the Status of Women Vienna and Geneva to the participants of the 61st  Commission on the Status of Women:
Welcoming the ratification of the Paris Agreement on Climate Change;

Calling for the urgent and unrestricted implementation of the Beijing Platform for Action by the UN Member States;
Emphasizing the importance of implementing all relevant Security Council Resolutions;

Supporting the targets of the 2030 Agenda on Sustainable Development;

Recalling the Lima work programme on gender;

Considering the Political Declaration of CSW 2016; 

Welcoming the outcome of the special UN Summit on Migrants and Refugees;

The undersigned members of the NGO Committees on the Status of Women Vienna and Geneva:
Reiterate that effective participation can only be achieved when gender equality based on the unrestricted implementation of the Beijing Platform for Action is achieved;
Underline the importance of coherence between gender-responsive climate policies and  balanced participation of women and men in the implementation of the 2030 Agenda;

Request that the Lima work programme on gender be continued and integrated into programmes implemented to achieve the goals of the 2030 Agenda, as well as into all climate change mitigation and adaptation activities;

Remind the UN and Member States of the particular vulnerabilities of women and children who are displaced or forced to migrate due to effects of climate change and armed conficts;

Call on the Member States and the UN to find permanent funding for NGO programmes promoting gender balance in decision-making bodies on climate change and sustainable development policies;
Encourage civil society organisations with consultative status to ECOSOC to promote gender balance and participate in implementation of projects that are respectful of and responsive to women's needs; 
Request the Secretariat of the Commission on the Status of Women and UN Women to publish annual reports monitoring implementation of programmes on gender balance in climate policies, and to include an item on the agenda of the CSW annual meetings to discuss and evaluate progress;
